
Woodtales is a monthly newsletter distributed to approx. 4000 residences in (or near) Hawthorn Woods, IL, 
by the Hawthorn Woods Women’s Club. Ten issues a year are published, with June/July & Aug/Sept as the 
two double-month issues. Each issue is between 16 to 32 pages long. The newsletter reaches mailboxes 
just before the 1st of the month. For example, the October Issue reaches consumers on or about Oct. 1st.
